In this tightly argued and alarming polemic,
Barnaby, one of the world’s most respected
nuclear physicists, alerts the world to the
danger it is sleepwalking into. Climate change
concerns, combined with the nuclear lobby,
are leading to a huge investment in nuclear
power technology across the globe. The new
generation of nuclear power reactors are far
more susceptible to weaponisation. This
creates a major security risk, not just because
of the danger of rogue groups taking over
stations, but because of the creation of a
global plutonium market. Barnaby forecasts
that the current nuclear power program will
eventually result in 50 latent nuclear weapon
powers. He looks at the impact proliferation
will have on international relations and
counter-terrorism strategies. Barnaby’s new
book takes on what are sure to be some of
the most hoarsely argued issues over the next
few years.

The Knights Hospitaller of St John and Malta
was a militant order of monk-soldiers who
alone outlasted the bloody centuries of the
Crusades.

Ingmar Bergman was the last, and arguably
the greatest, of the old-style European autuers
and his death in July 2007 signalled the end
of a cinematic era. Geoffrey Macnab draws
on original research, as well as interviews
with collaborators, to examine the life and
career of one of contemporary cinema’s most
influential figures. He explores the often
painfully autobiographical nature of his
work, while also looking in detail at Bergman
as a craftsman.
